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Preface

Juvenile Observation and Protection Department has fundamental responsibilities to take care
of alleged juveniles during the investigation processes and to keep the convicted child in rehabilitation
centre for education and training in accordance with the court’s order. Each Juvenile Observation and
Protection Centre (the Centre) has responsibilities to observe, search for juvenile’s profile and study the
background of his/her life including all aspects of the family life, education, environments and other
related information. The information will be forwarded to all parties in the juvenile justice
administration and is used to appropriately deal with the child. If the court orders a juvenile to be
trained in Juvenile Vocational Training Centre, the Juvenile Vocational Training Centre will be
responsible for supervising, taking care of the juvenile, and providing him treatment, behaviour
modification, rehabilitation, prevention, and reintegration programs - all programs aim to support the
juvenile to live a normal life in society after released. The Department is also responsible for
proceeding family civil cases, the Juvenile Observation and Protection Centre search for the fact and
make a report to the court. In addition, the Centre supervises and provides juvenile rights’ protection

regarding property rights and other benefits in accordance with the court’s order.

The Department’s investigation has brought the information that will be useful for
adminstrative planings and for those who interest in juvenile work. Consequently, the Data and
Information Group has gathered the information and data gained from all Juvenile Observation and
Protection Centres and Juvenile Vocational Training Centres throughout the country, the information
and data have been summarized to present case statistics on annual basis that will be published and
publicized to concerned agencies both governmental and non governmental including those who use the

data for education, studies and further researchs concerning juveniles.
