Preface

Department of Juvenile Observation and Protection has fundamental responsibilities
for promoting and protecting the right of children in juvenile justice system both pre-trial and post-trial
including proceeding family civil cases regarding child property rights and other benefits since B.E.
2495 (1952), under the name of “Child Observation and Protection Centre” (the Observation and
Protection Centre) supervised by the Central Juvenile Court. According to the Constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2540 (1997)s article 275 imposed the Court of Justice to have its own
independent administrative unit, the Court of Justice Administration Act B.E. 2543 (2000) was enacted
accordingly. The responsibility for the Observation and Protection Centre was transferred to the
Ministry of Justice’s Office of Permanent Secretary according to the Act. In addition, the “Juvenile
Observation and Protection Department” was also appointed in B.E. 2545 (2002) according to the Act
on Organization of Ministries, Sub-Ministries and Departments B.E. 2545 (2002). At that time, there
were only 41 Observation and Protection Centres over the country. As a result, many juveniles cases
in the province which had no Observation and Protection Centre were tried in adult courts; significantly,
the juveniles did not benefit to exercise their rights equally. The Act for the Establishment of and
Procedure for Juvenile and Family Court B.E. 2534 (1991) was then amended in B.E. 2548 (2005) as a
resolution to such problem. It prescribes that in the province which has no Juvenile and Family Court or
Juvenile and Family Section in the Provincial Court, the juvenile case shall be proceeded in Provincial
Court using juvenile court proceeding. The Department of Juvenile Observation and Protection
recognized the importance of the equity rights of all juveniles, we then accelerated the establishment of
Juvenile Observation and Protection Centres (the later name) over the country. The Observation and
Protection Centres were successfully established covering every province in 2006 - having total 76
Centres.

Consequently, this “Annual Report 2006 : Case Statistics” has gathered the juvenile-
related information from all the Centres throughout the country, the information will be useful for the
Department in terms of administration planings toward best practices for juvenile treatment and in

specifying effective prevention strategies to reduce the number of repeat offenders.
