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Preface

This 2008 annual report on juvenile case statistics provides information on the Department of
Juvenile Observation and Protection (The Department) and its core responsibilities both in criminal and
family cases. It is also an overview report that collected all case statistics from nationwide subordinate
agencies under the supervision of the Department. Such subordinated agencies and their users can use
the information based on this report for their internal work plans and administrations as well as public

and concerned parties that can also use it for study or research purposes.

With reference to the Act of Establishment of Juvenile and Family Courts and Procedure for
Juvenile and Family Cases B.E. 2534 (1991) Amended B.E. 2548 (2005) specified that

“Child” means the person who is over seven years old, but not exceeding fourteen years

“Young Person” means the person who is over fourteen years old, but not attaining the age of
eighteen years completely.
Nevertheless, since Thailand has amended the age of criminal responsibility in order to comply with the
Convention on the Rights of the Child. Reference made to the Section 92 of the Constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand that stating that the Royal Thai Government shall act in relation to the United
Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR). One of related treaties is the Convention on
the Rights of the Child and its two Articles about juvenile justice are as follows: Article 37 and Article
40. Consequently, Thailand later amended several laws including the Penal Code Amendment Act
(No.21) B.E. 2551 (2008) that has raised the minimum age of criminal responsibility from seven years
to ten years. As a result, a young child under ten years of age who is alleged to have committed an
offence is not subject to receive a trial in the Court or enter into the juvenile justice system. On the
contrary, such child will be referred to receive a child welfare protection in accordance with the Child
Protection Act B.E. 2546 (2003). In the case that a child or young person is alleged to have committed
an offence, his/her age will be considered from the date the offence is committed (Section 5, the Act of
Establishment of Juvenile and Family Courts and Procedure for Juvenile and Family Cases B.E. 2534
(1991) Amended B.E. 2548 (2005). There is also a provision under the Section 61 of the same Act that
working as a solution to an inappropriate age of accused particularly in the case that the accused is not
yet attains the age of twenty years completely but he/she is deemed a child or young person. The Court

then has the power to transfer the case to be tried in a Juvenile and Family Court. By contrast, if the

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accused has the same condition as the person who is eighteen years old and upward, the Court has the
power to transfer the case to be tried in a Court having power to try an Ordinary Case. Undoubtedly, the
age of children applied in this report ranging from ten to fourteen years old according to the amendment

of the minimum age of criminal responsibility as above-mentioned.
