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Introduction

The Department of Juvenile Observation and Protection, under Ministry of Justice, has
fundamental responsibilities for promoting and protecting the right of children in juvenile justice system
both in pre and post-trial including proceeding family civil accordance with the court’s order. At this
time there are 77 Observation and Protection Centres in each provinces to observe, search for juvenile’s
profile and background of his/her life and other related information. If the Court orders juvenile to be
trained in Observation and Protection, the Observation and Protection will be responsible for
supervising and providing him/her treatment programs in 18 Vocational Training Centres over the

country.

With reference to the Act of Juvenile and Family Court and Procedure for Juvenile and Family
Cases B.E.2553 (2010) specified that

“Child” means the person who is the age not exceeding fifteen years.

“Young Person” means the person who is over fifteen years old, but not attaining the age of
eighteen years completely.

According to the Penal Code Amendment Act (No.21) B.E.2551 (2008) that has raised the
minimum age of criminal responsibility from seven years to ten years. As a result, a young child under
ten years of age who is alleged to have committed an offence is not subject to receive a trial in the Court
or enter into the juvenile justice system. On the contrary, such child will be referred to receive a child
welfare protection in accordance with the Child Protection Act B.E.2546 (2003). In the case that a child
or young person is alleged to have committed an offence, his/her age will be considered from the date
the offence is committed (Section 5, the Act of Juvenile and Family Court and Procedure for Juvenile

and Family Cases B.E.2553 (2010).
